"Autumn of Japan" – Japanese Cultural Month

 Composition Competition in Tbilisi
Four compositions were entered last June for this competition for student composers studying in Tbilisi. The requirement of works was trio for Shakuhachi (Japanese bamboo flute), violin and piano. The selection committee was formed by Marina Adamia (Composer, Ilia University), Ken Aiso (Violinist, UK), Akikazu Nakamura (Shakuhachi, Japan) and Maka Virsaladze (Composer, Tbilisi State Conservatory). 
The winning work was announced in early August as Levan Gomelauri's "There is an autumn mist, and a little crow, joins it with silence" which was inspired by the Japanese Haiku poem. 
The composition will be performed in 3 concerts in Batumi (25 October, Art & Musical Center), Kutaisi (27 Oct, Opera House) and Tbilisi (29 Oct, Conservatory Great Hall) by Akikazu Nakamura (Shakuhachi), Ken Aiso (Violin) and Tamar Licheli (Piano) during their "Autumn of Japan" Concert Tour.
